In line with UKA requirements, please write the name and emergency contact number
on the back of your race number before you start your race.

Make sure your friends and family know your race number and estimated finishing time.

If you feel unwell or have any doubts about running on the day, do not run. There are plenty
of other races you can enter.

Drink plenty of fluids before, during and after the race. The race route does not have drinks
stations, drinks are provided at the finish. Take plenty of sips and remain hydrated. There
are no water stations on the course, but refreshments are provided to all runners at the
finish.

Race HQ: BASC sportsground, Stoddens Road, Burnham-on-Sea, TA8 2DX.

Bags: A bag drop facility is available at the BASC sports-ground. There is limited space and
bags are left in the main bar at the sports ground is at your own risk.

Due to this venue being a Sports ground, BASC operates a NO-dogs on site policy.

Directions: From the M5, exit junction 22. At the Edithmead roundabout take the 2nd exit
heading towards Burnham on Sea. At the Tesco roundabout, take the third exit into Stoddens
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Road and follow this road for approximately 3% mile. BASC is on your right. A site map is

below.

Parking: There is ample parking at BASC sportsground, but please obey the directions
provided by the parking marshals. Please note that there is a height gate at the entrance that
may limit access to the car park for vans or high-sided vehicles.
